 “During our hiatus we were 
bored and sick of touring and 
quite frankly we were utterly 
shattered, this break helped

best it can be. My mental health 

was in a bit of a state and I
 really couldn’t cope any longer 

but to be
 honest I’ve never looked back”

Well now they are returning 
from the break, how does he 

feel his music has been
 influenced by his recent 

experiences? 

“ I feel like this new album 
really reflects my emotions and 
thoughts during my break, I feel 
like my lyrics have many layers 
of emotion which are open for 

interpretation. “
